The Selectmen discussed how to best keep track of the funds that were sent by the state for repairs to bridges only. Michelle Clark will be asked to advise the Selectmen of how best to do this. The State DOT recently sent $4,613.76 to the town for repairs to bridges only.
Questions for Michelle- Can the money be listed under highway and bridges or does it need to be separate? Can ARPA money be listed each year to make sure that it is carried over? Currently the town has $21,331.11 to be used for repairs to bridges only.

The Board of Selectmen will meet on December 19 to discuss the Highway and Bridges budget at 7:00 pm.

The Board of Selectmen received the CAR from Denise Roy, DRA.
The Board of Selectmen received the Carroll County Budget report.
The Board of Selectmen signed the Equalization form for Rod Wood and will return it to him.
The Board of Selectmen needs to obtain the latest stump values in order to calculate the yield taxes. 
The Board of Selectmen are willing to place a warrant article in this coming town report for a “rec” fund to be established for children that live in Chatham to attend Fryeburg Rec. 
Tom Gross would like to discuss a FEMA grant with The Board of Selectmen. This will be tabled until our next meeting.
